Anyone can nominate a yard to the club, even yourself. This nomination is sent to
gardenclubs2020@yahoo.com.

No patios or condos are considered.

Pictures of said nominations are sent for approval and a google earth search is
completed by Jeri.

Jeri will send photos of the nominations to the committee, but everyone wins unless the
yard is not suitable.

After the nominations are approved, Ken or Jeri will call and set up an appointment
around the 15" of every month.

Emails are then sent to the committee for presentation of the sign with a date, time and
addresses of the winners. The home is then visited by the committee and/or other club
members and the sign is presented along with a laminated certificate.

Mary Anne makes up the certificates and there are 4 signs.
Nancy photographs the yard during the visit and then a collage is made and put on
Facebook.

VWHAT TO PLANT

Annuals/Bedding plants: Plant heat-tolerant annuals, such as coleus, vinca, and portulaca. See Annuals: https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/
topic_annual landscape plants

Bulbs: Cannas thrive in the heat of summer. New varieties have colorful leaves as well as flowers. See Bulbs for Florida: https://
edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topic _bulbous flowers

Herbs: Some to start now include basil, coriander, cumin, and mint. See Herbs: https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topic _herbs

Vegetables: Beans, Chinese cabbage, Southern peas, and sweet potatoes can still be planted. Mulch beds well and monitor irrigation
if the weather is dry. See Vegetable Gardening in Florida: https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topic_vegetable gardening

WHAT TO DO

Plant for Butterflies: Plant flowers of different colors, shapes, sizes, and blooming seasons to provide nectar for adult butterflies and
provide host plants for their caterpillars.

Pests: Monitor insect activity and learn which bugs damage plants and which do not. See Landscape Pest Management: https://

Caladiums are known for their big, heart
-shaped leaves that display amazing
color combinations of white, pink, red

% and green. These are plants that thrive

& in hot, humid weather and that usually

§ grow bestin full to partial

shade. Though caladiums rarely flower,
their beautiful foliage guarantees a col-
- orful show wherever they are planted --

. beneath trees, between shrubs, in peren-
nial borders and in containers.

Caladiums are ideal for shady yards and
gardens. In southern areas they grow
best in full to partial shade

Caladiums are winter hardy in zones 9-11.
In these warm climates, the tubers can be
left in the ground all year round

Caladiums are tropical plants that like
warm soil and hot weather.

There are over 1,000 caladium cultivars.

Plant tubers (smooth side down) approximately 3" deep. After planting there should be 1-2" of soil on top of the tuber.

Caladiums grow well in pots and planters, and are the perfect solution for brightening a shady porch or a covered deck.

Depending on which varieties you choose, caladiums can be bright and flashy or cool and sophisticated. The pinks,
greens and whites pair beautifully with other soft colors, and the red-leaved varieties can hold their own when com-
bined with hot-colored begonias, coleus and impatiens.

Caladiums grow best in fertile, well drained soil. You can improve the texture and fertility of your soil by adding com-
post or top soil at planting time. During the growing season, caladiums will appreciate an occasional dose of liquid
fertilizer.

In zones 9-12, caladium tubers are hardy and do not need any special care to survive the winter. At the end of the sum-
mer, the plants will begin to go dormant. The leaves will droop and eventually wither away. Simply leave the tubers in
the ground where they are and wait for the plants to re-emerge in spring. As long as the soil is well drained and does not
freeze, the tubers will return to give you another great show next spring.
