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WHAT TO PLANT

Annuals/Bedding plants: Good performers in south Florida's mild winter include impatiens, verbena, dian-
thus, strawflower, and lobelia. See Annuals: https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topic_annual landscape plants

Bulbs: Many bulbs can be planted now. Divide large, crowded clumps. Provide adequate water for establish-
ment. Some examples include Amazon lily, crinum, and agapanthus. See Bulbs for Florida: https://

Groundcovers: Consider replacing areas of grass with drought-tolerant, low-maintenance ground-
covers. See The Florida-Friendly Landscaping™ Guide to Plant Selection and Landscape Design: https://

Vegetables: Winter vegetable gardening is in full swing. Last month to plant cantaloupes, cucumbers, egg-
plant, lettuce, peppers, spinach, and tomatoes for a late spring harvest. Protect crops in the unlikely event of
afrost or freeze. See Vegetable Gardening in Florida: https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topic vegetable gardening

WHAT TO DO

Lawns: Fertilize lawn grasses to improve color or coverage. Choose a fertilizer (not a "weed and feed") with
0% or very little phosphorus unless a soil test indicates the need for it. A fertilizer with controlled-release nitro-
gen provides longer-lasting results. See Lawn Fertilizer. https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topic_lawn_fertilization

Roses: Prune roses this month to remove damaged canes and improve the overall form. After pruning, ferti-
lize and apply a fresh layer of mulch. Blooming will begin 8-9 weeks after pruning. See Roses: https://
edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topic rose

Shrubs and palms: Fertilize shrubs and palms by spreading fertilizer evenly over the soil surface and water-
ing it in. Follow with a fresh layer of mulch to conserve moisture and reduce weeds. Delay pruning any cold-
damaged branches until new growth starts. See Palm Nutrition and Fertilization: https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/

Lawns: Apply a preemergence weed killer (not a "weed and feed") to lawns late this month to prevent germi-
nation of warm-season weed seeds. Apply when temperatures rise to 65°F for 4-5 days. Timing is important
for good control.

Avocados and mangoes: Disease-susceptible varieties of avocado and mango may require applications of
copper fungicide.

Citrus: Fertilize now if not done in January. Frequency and amount of fertilization depend on the age of the
tree.

Trees: Don't wait until hurricane season to check your trees. Hire an ISA-certified arborist to do an inspection.

PLANT OF THE MONTH
Hoya Plant

Hoya plants (Hoya carnosa) are also commonly known as wax
plants because their leaves and flowers look like they are carved
from wax. While they can be grown outdoors in USDA Hardiness
Zones 9 to 11 (meaning they can stand temperatures that dip
down to 20 degrees Fahrenheit, or -3.9 degrees Celsius)," they
are most commonly grown indoors. This species is one of the
easiest flowering houseplants to grow successfully. Their long,
trailing stems can be trained to grow up a small trellis or the
 plant can be grown in a hanging container with the long stems
dangling down.22 When Hoya plants get big enough, they will
produce round umbels or clusters of star-shaped flowers.

Hoyas are in a family known as Apocynaceae. They are relatives of the common milkweed (Asclepias
syriaca). They have a similar flowerhead as well as sticky sap and seeds with hair.

Generally speaking, Hoyas do best in indirect sunlight. They will need this for between two and four
hours.

You should water Hoya when the soil becomes completely dry.

You can propagate Hoya almost exclusively from cuttings.

Bald eagle nests are generally 5 feet wide and 3
feet deep. The largest recorded bald eagle nest 9.5
feet in diameter, 20 feet deep and weighed almost
