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Annuals/Perennials/Wildflowers: Good performers in south Florida's mild winter include

impatiens, verbena, coleus, and dianthus. Fiorida wildflower Foundation: https://www.flawildflowers.org/

Groundcovers: Consider replacing areas of grass with drought-tolerant, low-maintenance

Vegetables: Winter vegetable gardening is in full swing. Last month to plant cantaloupes,
cucumbers, eggplant, lettuce, peppers, spinach, and tomatoes for a late spring harvest.
Protect crops in the unlikely event of frost or freeze. https://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/topics/vegetable_gardening

Lawns: If local ordinances allow, fertilize lawn grasses to improve color or coverage. Choose a
fertilizer (not a "weed and feed") with 0% or very little phosphorus unless a soil test indicates
the need for it. A fertilizer with controlled-release nitrogen provides longer-lasting results.

Shrubs and palms: Fertilize shrubs and palms by spreading fertilizer evenly over the soil sur-
face and watering it in. Follow with a fresh layer of mulch to conserve moisture and reduce
weeds. Delay pruning any cold-damaged branches until new growth starts.

Pests: Begin a regular scouting routine to detect warm-season landscape pests like whiteflies,
lubber grasshoppers, and Tuttle mealybugs on Zoysia lawns. This allows for early intervention
and the use of Integrated Pest Management (IPM) techniques.

Avocados and mangoes: Disease-susceptible varieties of avocado and mango may require
applications of copper fungicide.

Citrus: Fertilize now if not done in January. The frequency and amount of fertilization depend
on the age of the tree.

Trees: Don't wait until hurricane season to check your trees. Hire an ISA-certified arborist to
do an inspection.

Firecracker Plant

Hardiness Zones9-11

The firecracker plant thrives
best in full sun or partial shade.

If you're looking for a plant that brings a ton of fun to the garden and also
makes a colorful potted plant, look no further than the firecracker plant.
Also known as coral fountain or fountain plant, the firecracker plant adds
a great textural element to the garden, and pollinators love it!

Grow this versatile plant as a shrub, hanging plant, ground cover, espalier,

or spilling over a balcony or rock wall. It has a lovely weeping growth habit

that creates a subtle drama wherever you grow it. As a winner of the Royal
Horticultural Society’s Award of Garden Merit, this is a special plant that

is certain to draw attention from onlookers and hummingbirds.

Most species are flowering shrubs that tolerate a wide range of soil
types and exposure from full sun to nearly full shade. These plants are
perennial evergreens in their native zones. They bloom year-round in
some cases, and have long blooming periods and a brief dormancy in
others.

With a name like firecracker, you know this is a fun and exciting plant.
Adding one of these lovely shrubs to the garden will increase the color
and textural interest greatly. Its easygoing nature and resistance to
pests and diseases make this a great addition to the garden.

JUST FOR FUN

TREETOP ACROBATICS

One of my favourite things about watching squirrels is seeing
them climb, leap, and hang from trees. Their strong back legs
and light weight make it easy for them to leap long distances.
Their long bushy tails help them control their jumps. They also
have flexible ankle joints which can rotate 180 degrees. This
allows for more control when climbing. Their tiny claws are
perfect for gripping nooks and crevices in tree bark. These
combined qualities allow them to descend trees headfirst,
climb the underside of branches, and hang from tree limbs
with no problem.
